HIS YEAR sces the 21st
anniversary of Mervyn
Conn presenting country
music at the Wembley
Arenn over the Easter holiday.
Others have tried in the past to take
his place as top presenter of country
musu outside the USA but none
has managed to last the course for

50 long.

The reason for that success is that
Conn has always been more prepared w0
listen to what the fans have been saying
than what the industry and the PRs
claim is the latest craze. His view is
simply that they are the ones that have
1o spend their money and they will only
spend on scts they want 1o see, not the
oties they are wold they should see

This probably expluns why one of
the most successful acts to appear at his
festivals a5 far a4 artendances and
sudience reaction has been concerned
hus been Boxcar Willie, who the major
recording labels have numuv ignored,

Boxie is there again on the opening
show on the Saturday along with Tam-
my Wynetie, another act the British
fans have always been fond of, and one of
‘Wembley's favourite sons, Bobby Bare.
Conn, does not, hmvel, ignore the
newer country acts and this line-up sces

Monday sees the show for the con-
temporary country funs headed by
Waylon Jennings and wife Jessie Colter.
The excellent Earl Thomas Conley
plays the festival for the first rime and
there is the exciting western swing of
Asleep At The Wheel plus the young
country approach of The Waggoncers,
the cult music of Townes Van Zandt
and finally Kimic Rhodes.

As nlways the shows are being filmed
for later screening on BBC2 and, at the
time of writing, extra names still had 1o
be confirmed. 1 have attended most of
the shows over the years and this one
looks 1o have & reasonable balance of all
styles of country.

Either before or after the Wembley
dates many of the acts will be appearing
in various countries thoughout Europe
and this year the Best of British Country
Music has been reinstated at the main
Wembley location
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
