A v i a t i o n H e r o e s 

In the early years of the 20th century two landmark events in 
the history of transport and communications took place. One was 
the first transatlantic radio messages sent station to station by Mar­
coni, and the other, a short time, later, was the first non-stop tran­
satlantic flight. And it's not as well known as it should be that 
both these momentous events took place literally yards from one 
another in a remote stretch of bogland just outside Clifden in 
Connemara. 

This year June 15th, 1994, marks the 75th Anniversary of the 
second of these - the historic flight of Captain John Alcock and 
Lt. Arthur Whitten Brown, and to celebrate this pioneering achieve­
ment of a non-stop flight from St. John's, Newfoundland, to a 
Clifden bog, a special two-week programme of events is being 
organised. 

The majority of the events will be aviation-related, with a cen­
trepiece aeronautical display on June 15th. Events of a cultural 
nature, embracing the community of St. John's, Newfoundland, 
will also take place. In addition, a special golf tournament - The 
Aviators' Ball - will be held, a commemorative booklet will be 
issued, and a television documentary will be made and broadcast. 

The organisers are anxious to hear from interested parties and 
anybody possessing transatlantic flight memorabilia.
