Actu-
ally, he’s much more than reasonable; he's
downright amiable, and only too happy to answer
every query, no matter how probing or personal.

In a lot of ways, you sense that Brynner, at 62
(some calculate 67), is now working to set the re-
cord straight on a career that began as a Parisian
trapeze artist and led to silver-screen leads in
“The Ten Commandments,” “The Magnificent
Seven” and the “abominably abbreviated” 1956
adaptation of “The King and I,” which brought
him an Oscar.

For starters, Brynner insists the public and me-
dia have misinterpreted his pursuit of excellence.
He has been unfairly cast as unfeeling ogre when,
in fact, his ongoing campaign against “shoddiness
and mediocrity” has been waged for the public
good, he maintains.
